Board of Control
1. The Board of Control recommends Council authorize a purchase order to Dayton Precision Testing in the amount of $8,494.38 for materials and labor to replace the two spill containers at the airport fuel station and test per Bureau of Underground Storage Tank Regulations rules.  This expense will be charged to the Airport Fund and is in the 2018 budget.  VOTE: 3-0
2. The Board of Control recommends Council authorize a purchase order to enter into a unit price contract with A&B Asphalt Corporation in the amount of $262,981.91 for the 2018 Asphalt Program, including Additive #2.  This bid was determined to be the best of three bids received (see attached).  This expense will be charged to Capital Improvement Fund-Street Paving, Water Fund, and Sewer Fund and is in the 2018 budget. VOTE: 3-0
3. The Board of Control recommends Council authorize a purchase order to Champaign County Engineer’s Office in the amount not to exceed $26,331.00 for chip sealing of S. Edgewood Avenue from State Route 55 to US Hwy 36.  This expense will be charged to Capital Improvement Fund-Street Paving and is in the 2018 budget.  VOTE: 3-0
4. The Board of Control recommends that Council authorize a purchase order to Stantec Consulting in the amount of $23,767.48 for Amendment #3 – Engineering Services Agreement at Grimes Field.  This project is funded 90% by the FAA, 10% local share.  This will be charged to the Airport Fund and is in the 2018 budget.  VOTE: 3-0

 ***Footnote:  On April 23, 2018 the Board of Control approved an emergency purchase order to the Board of Education of the Urbana City School District in an amount not to exceed $72,000.00 for Change Order #2 of Alternate #1 of the sanitary sewer extension under construction by the school district along US Route 68 South.  Urbana City Council approved Alternate #1 of the sanitary sewer extension at their December 19, 2017 meeting and earlier this month Board of Control approved an emergency purchase order for Change Order #1 in the amount not to exceed $90,400.00.  This will be charged to the Sewer Fund and is not in the 2018 budget.
