Board of Control:

1. The Board of Control recommends Council authorize the Director of Administration to
enter into a contract with Bituminous Pavements Systems, LLC (BPS) in the amount of
$96,074.08 for the 2026 Crack Sealing Program. This amount includes the Base Bid for
city streets and Additive #1 for the Grimes Municipal Airport Runway. Bituminous
Pavement Systems, LLC had the lowest and best bid of the four bids received. The
Engineer’s estimate for this project was $98,500.00. The project will be paid via the
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Capital Improvement Fund and the Airport Fund and is in the 2026 budget. (See BOC
Attachment #1) VOTE: 3-0

2. The Board of Control recommends Council authorize the Director of Administration to
enter into a contract with Barrett Paving Materials, Inc. in the amount of $897,580.00 for
the 2026 Asphalt Program. This amount includes a 5% contingency of $42,742.00.
Barrett Paving Materials, Inc. had the lowest and best bid of the three bids received at
$854,838.00. The Engineer’s estimate for this project was $1,078,000.00. The project
will be paid from the following funds: Permissive Motor Vehicle License Tax Fund,
Capital Improvement Fund, Water Fund, Sewer Maintenance Fund and Stormwater
Improvement Fund. This expense is in the 2026 budget. (See BOC Attachment #2)

3. The Board of Control recommends Council authorize the purchase of a Sutphen Heavy
Duty 75’ Mid-Mount Aerial Ladder truck in the amount of $1,763,738.92. The purchase
will involve a financing agreement of ten (10) annual payments estimated at $219,730.00
per year. This will be charged to the Police/Fire Capital fund and is in the 2026 budget.

President Paul called the City of Urbana Regular Session Meeting to order at 6:04 pm at the
Champaign County Community Center.

City Staff attending: Director of Law Mark Feinstein, Director of Administration Spencer
Mitchell, Mayor Bill Bean, Fire Chief Dean Ortlieb, Interim Police Chief Josh Jacobs,
Superintendent of Public Works Chad Hall, City Engineer Tyler Bumbalough, and Community
Development Manager Doug Crabill

President Called Roll: Ms. Jumper, present; Mr. Scott, present; Mr. Davis, present; Ms.
Truelove, present; Mr. Thackery, present; Mrs. Collier, present; and Mrs. Bean, present.

Minutes

Mr. Thackery moved to put the minutes of March 3, 2026 on the floor for discussion and possible
approval. Mr. Scott seconded.

Council did not have any comments/questions regarding the minutes.
Voice vote on approval of the minutes: all ayes; nays none.

Mr. Thackery moved to take the GoBus Press Release off the consent agenda. Mr. Thackery stated
how glad he was that Urbana was able to participate in this program. Mr. Crabill described GoBus
as a Statewide, Intercity bus program that’s partially funded by ODOT.

Administrative Reports — Board of Control:

1. The Board of Control recommends Council authorize a purchase order to Public Entities
Pool in the amount of $345,392 for one year to cover the cost of property and casualty
insurance. This is an 18% increase over the 2025 premium. This expense will be charged
to the various departmental insurance accounts and is in the 2026 budget (See BOC
attachment #1). VOTE: 3-0

Mr. Thackery moved to put this request on the floor for discussion and possible approval. Ms.
Jumper seconded.

Mr. Mitchell said he’d be happy to answer any questions.



Mr. Scott asked if the increase was in the budget as well. Mr. Mitchell stated the increase was
budgeted.

Mrs. Bean asked how the City got to the final number. Mr. Spencer talked about the breakdown
between the different figures.

Roll call on approval: Ms. Jumper, yes; Mr. Scott, yes; Mr. Davis, yes; Mr. Thackery, yes; Ms.
Truelove, yes; Mrs. Collier, yes; and Mrs. Bean, yes.

BOC #1 passes 7-0.

2. The Board of Control recommends Council authorize the Director of Administration to
enter into a contract with MD Miller Concrete Inc. in the amount of $287,942 (bid amount
of $261,765.50 plus 10% contingency of $26,176.50) for the 2026 Sidewalk, Curb and
Gutter Replacement Program. The Engineer’s estimate for this project was $301,030. The
expense will be divided among the Neighborhood Curb Gutter & Sidewalk Fund, the
Stormwater Improvement Fund and the Capital Improvement fund. All are in the 2026
budget. (See BOC Attachment #2). VOTE: 3-0

Ms. Truelove moved to put this request on the floor for discussion and possible approval. Mr.
Thackery seconded.

Mr. Bumbalough stated this is the annual Curb, Sidewalk, and Gutter program. He reminded
Council they have already passed the Resolution of Necessity. The City received six bids. This
was the lowest and best bids, and they have been used for other projects with the City. Mr.
Bumbalough stated the work is mostly in the Bon Air subdivision.

Mr. Thackery asked about the company we have used for this project in the past. Mr. Bumbalough
responded that they placed a bid, but it wasn’t the lowest and best bid this time.

Ms. Jumper asked for confirmation that this was not the company that did the High Street project.
Mr. Bumbalough confirmed that it was not.

Roll call on approval: Mr. Scott, yes; Mr. Davis, yes; Mr. Thackery, yes; Ms. Truelove, yes; Mrs.
Collier, yes; Mrs. Bean, yes; and Ms. Jumper, yes.

BOC #2 passes 7-0.

Citizen Comments:

Brad Winner — 670 E. Ward St.

Mr. Winner thanked Council for the moratorium. He went into the zoning changes approved by
Council last April. He would like subdivision K removed from the M1 manufacturing district. He
believes the committee needs independent experts paid by the developers. He reminded Council
that citizens can sue as well.

Erin Patton — 944 S. Main St.



Ms. Patton asked for motion to have ten minutes. Ms. Jumper made a motion to extend her time
to ten minutes. Ms. Truelove seconded. Voice vote all ayes.

Ms. Patton stated there was not enough data in previous meetings to have gotten to where we are
today. She stated that the property owners that annexed in did not agree to the M1 manufacturing.
Ms. Patton stated the landowners would have never signed off on a data center.

She also wanted to know how Mr. Crabill and Mr. Carter would know specifics if there weren’t
plans in place.

She also added that there are also concerns about other organizers develop other data centers or
lawsuits for health and safety from citizens. She wants Council to rescind the data center zoning
laws. Ms. Patton believes this was passed as secretly as possible using semantics.

David Combs — 7688 Thackery Rd.
He stated he worked for the State EPA. He presented environmental information about data
centers.

Bryce Carafa — 104 Lafayette

Mr. Carafa stated many people were concerned with the development of Cyrus One being
involved. He commended the City of creating a committee, but believes Thor should cover the
costs. He questioned Thor’s statement that the data center is a new development.

He also wanted Council to have further conversations with UPD about flock cameras.

Nicole Nawman — 835 S. Main St.
She informed Council that their duty is to speak on the citizens of Urbana’s best interests. She

went through potential negative effects of a data center. She stated it is never too late to do the
right thing.

Terry Rittenhouse — 1906 N. Ludlow Rd.

He talked about economical development and the CEP. He stated they are a device used to work
around the voters with no accountability. He added that if the data center doesn’t need our
resources, they should take the project elsewhere.

Leslie Hoylman — 301 Scioto St.

Ms. Hoylman wished that future meetings would be in APA compliant facilities. She also
expressed concern with the potential tax abatements with the TIRC resolution, especially
companies paying their fair share with a school tax levy coming on. Finally, Ms. Hoylman urged
Council to ask questions during the executive session later tonight.

Mr. Crabill stated that TIRC met on March 5. He stated that the agreements need to be reviewed
each year to ensure compliance. Mr. Crabill went over the different recommendations for the
companies.

Mr. Thackery appreciated the explanation on figures that seemed off. Ms. Truelove stated that she
was just not clear on this. Mr. Scott asked what happens when businesses don’t meet their
commitments. Mr. Crabill stated that the companies attend the meetings and speak to their specific
situations.

Roll call on passage: Mr. Davis, yes; Ms. Truelove, no; Mr. Thackery, yes; Mrs. Collier, yes; Mrs.
Bean, yes; Ms. Jumper, no; Mr. Scott, yes.

Resolution passes 5-2.

Resolution 2729-26: A resolution authorizing the Director of Administration to apply for, accept,
and enter into a water supply revolving loan account for the 2026-2027 program year on behalf of
the City of Urbana, Ohio for the construction of the Phase 3 Water Main Replacement Program
(Grimes Neighborhood/Subdivision) and designating a repayment source for the loan, and
declaring an emergency. (One reading required)

Mrs. Bean moved to put this resolution on the floor for discussion and possible passage. Ms.
Jumper seconded.

Mr. Mitchell stated the City created a systematic plan in 2011 to replace the water main
replacement for different areas of the City. The goal is to start construction by October 2026 with
completion by August 2027.

Council did not have any comments/questions.

Roll call on passage: Ms. Truelove, yes; Mr. Thackery, yes; Mrs. Collier, yes; Mrs. Bean, yes;
Ms. Jumper, yes; Mr. Scott, yes; and Mr. Davis, yes.

Resolution passes 7-0.
Department Liaison Reports:
Mrs. Bean stated that Planning Commission would be meeting Monday, March 23™.

Mrs. Collier stated that Safety Committee would meet March 19" at 1:00 pm in the training room.



Miscellaneous Business:
Mr. Thackery thanked the City for clean-up after the storm.

Mrs. Bean talked about the ADA compliance. She believes its important and wanted to look into
using the Courtroom in the interim.

Ms. Jumper brought up advertising the meetings in a different matter. She stated that not everyone
can get to the meetings. She also commended Oak Dale Cemetery for their work after the storm.

President Paul stated he would also like to work on the audio and video as well. He also reiterated
that Facebook takes the videos down but the Council Clerk saves a copy.

Mr. Scott thanked everyone that spoke tonight. He also wished his grandson, Henry, a happy
birthday.

Ms. Truelove thanked the community for their comments and concerns. She also expressed her
desire to work with administration to resolve issues.

Mayor Bean wished happy birthday to his father. He also said that comments about him made
recently aren’t true. He referred anyone that believes he has done unethical things to call the Ohio
Ethics Commission, as he has nothing to hide.

Mr. Mitchell wanted to comment about the Data Oversight Commission. He stated the intent was
to involve City Council, the Commissioners, Urbana City Schools, Cedar Bog, Vancrest, and the
general public. He felt that because of the language of the moratorium, City Council should be
the one to steer the committee.

President Paul agreed that Council should lead a fact-filled committee. Mr. Feinstein reminded
Council that sub-committees are subject to open meetings and Council should decide who they
want on the committee.

Mr. Thackery made a motion to create the committee. Ms. Jumper seconded. Voice vote, all ayes.
Ms. Jumper asked if everyone was available on March 24®. Mrs. Collier stated she was out of
time. Mr. Feinstein stated Council needs at least ten days for advertisement purposes.

Council agreed upon March 31% at 6:00 pm.

Interim Chief Jacobs spoke about flock cameras. He stated that the flock cameras take the place
of automatic license plate readers and they do not take photographs of the people inside the
vehicles or of people walking down the street. He indicated that they’re used as a tool and not to
act as big brother. He indicated that he was willing to sit down with anyone to talk about it.

President Paul reminded Council that Ethics Disclosures are due May 15,

Mr. Thackery moved to enter Executive Session. Mr. Scott seconded. Voice vote, all ayes.



Council went into Executive Session at 7:48 pm.

President Paul called the City of Urbana Regular Special Meeting to order at 6:00 pm at the
Champaign County Community Center.

City Staff attending: Fire Chief Dean Ortlieb

President Called Roll: Ms. Jumper, present; Mr. Scott, present; Mr. Davis, present; Ms.
Truelove, present; Mr. Thackery, present; Mrs. Collier, absent; and Mrs. Bean, present.

Council Discussion and Formation of Data Center Moratorium Committee

Ms. Truelove stated that while Council did decide on a moratorium, she doesn’t believe that
anything is going to change anyone’s mind. She believes this is all happening after the fact. She
stated that she is not going to serve, as she does not believe in a committee.

Mr. Davis stated the only way this committee could be successful would be to receive something
with useful information regarding the actual proposed building.

Mr. Scott stated that the committee should not have fifteen people. He believes five to seven
would be more appropriate. He also wants to make sure the committee makes an apples to apples
comparison with the appropriate information.

President Paul asked Council how they wanted to structure the committee and what and when
would be the proposed final work product.

Ms. Truelove stated the committee should not be large. She added that the committee needed legal
representation, as well as someone from administration and citizens.

Mr. Thackery asked how the decisions were to be made after the information is collected. He
stated that the Council passed a moratorium because the public wanted Council to educate
themselves. He added that if the citizens don’t want Council to educate themselves, then they
weren’t transparent with what they wanted Council to do.

Ms. Jumper stated that she wanted to have an open floor to ask citizens who wanted to serve. She
wanted to know from people that were specifically against that location, where they would want it
to go. She stated she would be on the committee, but would like to have another Council member.

Mr. Thackery stated there would be ton of information and compared it to trying to hit a moving
target.

Ms. Truelove mentioned the possibility of this going on the Statewide ballot because the citizens
are mad.

Ms. Jumper responded that the City can’t wait ten months for this issue to be placed on the ballot.
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Ms. Truelove asked what the committee thinks it could find out. Ms. Jumper answered hopefully
answers.

Mr. Thackery stated he had heard from four people regarding national security concerns. He also
mentioned that there could potentially be false information being thrown out to prevent the United
States from having data centers.

President Paul stated that Council had to decide what they wanted the topics to be. He added that
the subcommittee should provide the report to Council to have its information.

Ms. Truelove inquired as to what would change the public’s mind. She stated everyone could e-
mail her personally.

Mr. Thackery stated that the committee should see how other committees have done and see the
whole package.

Ms. Jumper stated she had questions about revising the zoning to make data centers a conditional
use. She also stated that she had a number of subtopics already.

Mr. Thackery stated that anyone with a ‘No Data Center’ sign already in their yard was biased and
unable to stay impartial.

President Paul stated that the committee needs to have a chairperson, with the potential of having
co-chairs.

Mr. Thackery stated it was important for the chairperson to be someone down the middle on the
topic.

Ms. Truelove stated Council should decide numbers first. Mrs. Bean recommended eight to ten,
with Mr. Thackery recommending one person for each topic.

President Paul recommended figuring out the topics first if that was how Council wanted to go.
Ms. Jumper recommended that all members add report back to each other and add input.

The topics that Ms. Jumper listed included: agricultural, water supply and infrastructure, electrical,
environmental, noise, traffic, construction, fiscal impact, transparency and resource, emergency
and drought, and zoning and land compatibility.

A member of the public suggested a big concern would be not including someone from the project
to say what the company will actually do and produce.

Mr. Thackery stated that the City can’t get a site plan during a moratorium.

Joe Buckalew informed Council that it was important to put parameters on what the expectations
would be.



One citizen stated that Council needed to be concerned with the potential longevity of the data
centers as quantum computers may take over in the next four to six years. Another citizen stated
if the data center built multiple buildings in waves, construction may be ongoing for the next six
or seven years.

Mr. Thackery stated that some topics could be addressed rather quickly.
President Paul informed Council that they should let the committee decide what to handle.

The potential names Ms. Jumper collected as possible are: Judy Page, Bryce Carafa, Joe Buckalew,
Brad Winner, Sharlon Conrad, and Andi Grow.

President Paul stated that Superintendent Charles Thiel had already been reached out and accepted
an invitation. He added that County Commissioner Nino Vitale had also accepted.

A citizen questioned how this was voted on as a yes to begin with. Ms. Jumper stated she had
similar questions but was told it was unnecessary to remove the language that she was questioning.

Mr. Buckalew asked if the expectation was that committee members remained neutral in public.
President Paul responded that the main objection was to allow the committee to have the chance
to legitimately investigate the issues.

Mr. Buckalew asked about potential legal exposure by serving on the committee. Ms. Jumper
stated that she hopefully would have an answer on that soon.

Mr. Buckalew finally addressed concerns that the committee’s work would actually be used and
appreciated. He didn’t want to feel like all of the work provided by the committee was just for
show.

President Paul asked if Council was seeking information or an actual recommendation at the
conclusion of the committee. Council concluded that it wanted both.

Mr. Carafa asked why the City was not a part of the table. Mr. Thackery stated that Mr. Mitchell
was involved, but decided to take an advisor role as opposed to a committee member.

President Paul asked Council who they wanted to ask from administration to serve on the
committee. Ms. Jumper stated she would like Mr. Mitchell on the committee.

President Paul then asked when the first meeting of the committee would meet. After discussion
of how much notice would be needed for publication, Ms. Jumper decided upon April 13" @ 6:00
pm. (Clerk Note — The meeting was eventually changed to April 14" @ 6:00 pm due to room
availability)

Mr. Thackery advised that he would like the Committee to give at least quarterly updates to
Council.



Ms. Grow stated that she would like the Committee to go look at existing data centers, where they
could walk around and listen from the outside.

Mr. Buckalew stated that it is important to get the ball rolling immediately. He inquired a to how
to request the developer to cover potential studies that needed to be done.

President Paul asked when the final report should be prepared to Council. Ms. Jumper stated that
the committee can decide that at the first meeting.

A citizen reminded the committee that it could be helpful to look and see what information is
already gathered by other communities going through the same process.

Ms. Jumper moved to adjourn. Mr. Scott seconded. Voice vote on approval: all ayes, nays none.

NOTICE TO LEGISLATIVE AUTHORITIES
Objections to Renewal of a Retail Liquor Permit

Dear Clerk of Legislative Authority:

All Class C and D retail permits that sell alcoholic beverages in your political subdivision will expire on
June 1, 2026. Every retail permit holder must timely file an online renewal application with the Division to
maintain their permit privileges and ability to sell alcoholic beverages.

Ohio Revised Code Section 4303.271(B) provides the legislative authority with the right to object to the
renewal of a retail permit and to request a hearing. This is your only opportunity to object to the renewal of
problematic liquor permit premises in your community.

To register a valid objection with the Division of Liquor Control and request a hearing, the legislative
authority MUST pass a resolution that specifies the problems at the liquor permit premises and the legal
grounds for the objection as set forth in Ohio Revised Code Section 4303.292(A). We suggest that a
separate resolution be passed for each permit premises. The Chief Legal Officer of your political
subdivision MUST submit a statement with the resolution that, in their opinion, the objection is based on
substantial legal grounds within the meaning and intent of Ohio Revised Code Section 4303.29(A).

The resolution and Chief Legal Officer's statement must be emailed to liguorlegal@com.ohio.gov
or mailed to the Division of Liquor Control, Attn: Legal Section, 6606 Tussing Road, P.O. Box 4005,
Reynoldsburg, Ohio 43068-9005 and postmarked no later than May 4, 2026.

You can find retail permit holders within your jurisdiction by going to com.ohio.gov/liquorinfo and
selecting the “All Permits” tab. Use the search slicers to select the “issued, issued-pending transfer”
status, the classes (C/D), and your taxing district number in the report. You can also contact your local
law enforcement agency in case it has any information that can help you decide whether to object and
request a hearing. For more information on other ways to deal with oroblem establishments, including a
copy of this letter, go to com.chio.gov/govhelp.

If you decide not to object to any permit premises within your jurisdiction, then no response is needed.
The Division will process non-objected to renewal applications as appropriate.
